– Who we are: WRKI 95.1 FM, the Heritage Rock station for Fairfield and Litchfield counties 

in Connecticut and Southern Dutchess and Northern Westchester counties in New York
– What we play: Classic and Mainstream Rock, from the Beatles, Stones and Led Zeppelin 

through U2 and ZZ Top to Nickelback and 3 Doors Down.
– Who we reach : a 60-40% male-female split of adults 18-54. Our biggest listener 

concentration is “right down the middle” with 35-44 adults.
– I-95’s airstaff is comprised of familiar, friendly personalities, anchored by 27-year station 

mainstay Ethan Carey.  “Ethan and Neil” in the morning provide information, humor and 
great music in a “full-service” morning show package.  Pam Brooks keeps the I-95 
workforce Rockin’ through the midday with 50 minutes of Rock every hour, and rolls out 
lots of Classic requests in the “Déjà vu Diner” at noon. Tim Sheehan keeps listeners 
guessing with “My 3 Songs” at 3pm, and rocks the ride home on the “Drive at 5” with up-
tempo music and frequent traffic reports.  Eric Senich keeps the Rock rolling at night, 
paying tribute to Led Zeppelin with “Whole Lotta Led” at 8 pm, and flashing back to the 80’s 
with “Hair Extraordinaire” at 9 pm.

– Every weekend on I-95 features a different musical theme, from Double Shots and Block 
Parties to Album Sides and Concert specials. We showcase our extensive Rock library and 
surprise listeners with “Oh Wow” songs.

– I-95’s Community Involvement is unsurpassed.  Our vans are at charity events as often 
as possible, and local organizations from the Red Cross and United Way to Animal Rescue 

groups and Youth Sports have gotten their message to our 100,000+ listeners



Who’s Who @

5:30am-10am Ethan Carey
Ethan is from Rochester, New York and a graduate of Ithaca College.  He started off as an aspiring musician in 1973.  Ethan’s acoustic trio opened shows 
for Jackson Browne, Linda Ronstadt, The James Gang, Jimmy Cliff and other notable artists.  Along the way he became a radio personality at his 
hometown WCMF in 1976.  In February of 1979 Ethan got his first full-time job, as “the Cooker”, a night-time personality on the new rock station in 
Connecticut, I-95!  Since then he and I-95 have become synonymous, and Ethan has established himself as one of the state’s preeminent radio 
personalities.  Having done just about every shift at I-95 over the years, Ethan has been the anchor of the I-95 Morning Show for the past ten years.

5:30am-10am Neil Hedley
Neil’s radio career started in 1982, playing tapes of REAL disc jockeys in between actual vinyl 45’s at a station in the suburbs of Toronto, Canada. He 
went on the air a year later, at the age of 15, when he “accidentally” erased one of the tapes. The rock & roll bug bit Neil early in life – growing up with a 
concert promoter in the family, there’s a picture of a VERY young Neil Hedley standing next to Mick Jagger backstage at the show the Stones did for the 
blind in Canada in the early 70’s. In addition, bands that Neil has fronted have opened for legendary acts like Foreigner and Nazareth. Neil built a 
reputation in the radio industry for putting himself on the line for fundraisers, and stunts to bring attention to worthy causes. Sure, his efforts were singled 
out in 1997 for special recognition by the Canadian Association of Broadcasters, but he was also nearly killed a few years ago while trying to generate 
donations to a local food bank. Now in the safer confines of the I-95 studios, Neil’s pumped about sharing the studios with Ethan and Rob. And since he 
has a brand new 7 month-old daughter,waking up at 2 in the morning is nothing new.

10am-3pm Pam Brooks
Pam is a graduate of Danbury’s very own Western CT State University.  She returns back to I-95 after having worked the Midnight - 6 shift during her 
college days.  She then headed on to WPDH in the Hudson Valley where she remained for 10 years.  Pam has been nominated numerous times for 
Billboard Magazine’s Radio Personality and Music Director of the Year.  She won Radio Personality while at WPDH and Music Director while at WHCN 
in Hartford where she did mid-day for many years.  Cooking and enjoying great wine are two of Pam’s passions.  You can also catch her with a good book 
by the pool during her favorite time of year and mountain biking or skiing the rest of the time.  Pam keeps you company during your workday with the 
Deja Vu Diner and of course the best classic rock and the best of today’s rock every weekday from 10-3!

3pm-6pm Tim Sheehan
I-95’s Tim Sheehan is a familiar voice to longtime I95 listeners, having spent over ten years at the Home of Rock & Roll.  Tim started his radio career 
while still in high school at WSNG in Torrington.  In 1983 Tim added weekend duties at our sister station WINE, jumping to I95 in 1985.  Tim became 
our full-time night DJ in 1987 and moved to the afternoon shift two years later.  Tim was I95’s Program Director from 1991 until 1995, when he was 
transferred to then-sister station WRCN on Long Island.  After stints programming rock stations in New Hampshire and Tennessee, Tim is back and 
rockin’ the airwaves weekday afternoons on I95.
